The story of the llCrookston Dollart1 i s  
the  s tory of how fantasy or f i c t i o n  overcame 
f a c t ,  It i s  a lso  the story of Nary Queen of 
Scots o r  Mary S tuar t  of Scotland. 

There have been so many books wr i t ten  
about her, and so many poems and sonnets and 
plays, t ha t  i t  i s  d i f f i c u l t  t o  know the  t rue  
facts .  We do know t h a t  she was born i n  1Sh2, 
the daughter of James V lvld May of Guise and 
a t  the  age of six, she was betrothed t o  tke 
Dauphin Francis. She went t o  fiance, where 
she l ived  i n  the  court  of Queen Catherine de 
Medici, where debauchery and murder were a 
cause fo r  da i ly  excitement. A t  the  age of 15 
she married FYancis, but  he died two years 
Later and she returned t o  Scotland. 

May was l iked  by her people as  she was a 
woman of beauty and an accomplished w i t ,  As a 
Catholic she was i n  co l l i s ion  with  John Knox and 
his reformers. John Knox hated her and much 
of her wickedness t h a t  we believe i n  to-day 
comes from $he* ajJr.h.%&m of John &OX. She was 
b r i l l i a n t  and she had courage, but she l ived  
i n  a time where there was so much s t r i f e  and 
b i t t e rness  and with only scoundrels t o  a d d s e  
her, she had no chance. It i s  d i f f i c u l t  t o  
know whether t o  l i k e  or hate her as she could 
be a kind and f a i t h f u l  f r iend or a deadly, 
dangerous enemy, 

We know t h a t  she married Lord Danley ,  who 
was weak-minded and thoroughly disreputable, 
but he was the  fa ther  of James V 1  of Scotkand 
and Jarnes 1 of England. She l a t e r  married 
Bothwell and he domineered her,  

Mary l ived  fo r  only 45 years but there  
were a number of coins minted i n  her reign.

fo r e  or a f t e r  his wedding. The t r e e  on the  g row~ds  of t h i s  aging 
c a s t l e  was a yew t r e e  not  a palno 

The s t o r i e s  continued and about 209 ysars  d t c r  t h i s  coin was 
minted someone s t a r t e d  ca l l i ng  the  p a n  t r e e  on the  c o b  a yew, and 
f i n d l y  the  coin somehow acquired the  name liCrookston D o l l a f l .

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THE CANADIAN FIVE CENT PIECE - 1942 and THE BRITISH TIlREEPENCE 

By W. N. Clarke 
The co l l ec to r s  of Canadian cpins are a l l  aware of the  f a c t  t h a t  

the  1942 n i cke l  coin (which had replaced the s i l v e r  f i v e  cent  i n  1942) 
was s t ruck  on a round planchet, whereas the  1942 Tombac was strucB on 
a twelve- s ided planchet. 

A paragraph included i n  the  73rd Annual Report of the  Royal Mint, 
England - 1942 pge. 124 gives the following infornation:- 

Canada - f i ~ h e  n icke l  f i v e  cent piece? which i t s e l f  had superseded 
a s i l v e r  coin i n  1922, was replaced i n  M a y  1942 by Tombac (88% copper 
and 12% zinc)  t o  save the  badly needed nickel . ,  . . the twelve sided 
ou t l i ne  devised by the  London Mint Sor t h e  threepence of the  Imperial 
coinage i n  1937 was adopted f o r  the coin i n  the  new metal. Modifica- 
t i o n s  W43Te made i n  the  production process which resu l ted  i n  more 
rounded angles and a s l i g h t l y  d i f f  @Tent edging---" I t  may here be 
noted t h a t  u n t i l  194.2 d i e s  f o r  the Canadian coinage were s t i l l  being 
made a t  the  Royal Mini, London. The f i rs t  d i e s  made i n  Canada were 
fo r  the  1943 coinage. No reason was given f o r  the  change i n  shape of 
the  f i v e  cent  piece and the  s t y l e  remained unchanged u n t i l  1962. The 
reason general ly accepted by Canadian co l lec to r  S f o r  a twelve- sided 
coin i s  t h a t  i t  made i t  consideral~ly ea s i e r  t o  d i s t i ngu i sh  the  tombac 
f i v e  cent piece from the  bronze one cent  coin. 

I n  the  case of the  Imperial thxeepence however, the  sharp angles 
i n  the  c o l l a r s  of the d i e s  continued t o  be a source of weakness. During 
the  w a r  years,  when s t e e l  f o r  new d i e s  became scarcel  the  qua l i t y  of the  d 1  

coins declined as the  c o l l a r s  weakened and developed cracks. I n  1942- 
43, the corners  of the c o l l a r s  were s l i g h t l y  rounded t o  increase  t h e i r  
l i f e ;  not ,  however, t o  the  extent  of the  roundness of the  Canadian 
pieces.  A s  s t a ted  i n  the  Mint repor t ,  modifications were made t o  the  
d i e s  and i t  would appear t h a t  no g rea t  inconvenience was encountered 
by the  Canadian Mint i n  s t r i k ing  the  twelve-sided coins. 

There nay be a d i r e c t  r e l a t i o n  t o  the  fewer numbers of Canadian 
pieces being s t ruck and a l so  the f a c t  tHat the planchets fo r  the  f i v e  
cent pieces ,we thinner than hhose of the  threepence, (although i t  i s  
not  known how many working d i e s  were used). 

A s  a conparisom, i n  1960 the Royal Mint issued some 84,744.,000 
threepence coins and the Canadian Mint issued 37$158,433 f i v e  cent
