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THE COLN INVESTMENT HOAX

In the United States there are well
over ten milillon people who are interested
in coin collectlng. ERach and every month,

‘some elght thousand people joln the ranks

to further increase the number involved,
Towday, it 1ls safe to say that fiftcen per

eent of the total population collects coins

in one way or another.

Although most of these people spend
very little on the coins they keep, whether
they hide them for a ralny day, or proudly
dlsplay them where all can see, these coins,
regardless of their value, are contrdlled
by the syndicate. The scarcity, or rarity,
of a coin does not ln itself make that
coln worth more than any other. The value
of a coin ig determined by the demand for
it, end this 1s the area over which the
syndlcate, or Closed Corporation, haé come
plete con%rol. The syndicate can actually
fluctuate the value of a coin to sult thelr
needs and demands. By maintaining a hold
on certain 'key'! coins, they can see to it
that the buying public only receives enough
of them to retain a high value,

To undertake such an endeavour the
Closed Corporation needs money, but it would
be silly to use their own funds when so
many people are offering their pay cheques
to Invest in an interesting hobby. Once a
private investor has made a profit in sellw
ing coins, he will be back begging for nore,
trying to invest as much ad he can afford,

If thls same person then decides to sell,
he has very little alternative but to unload
them on his coin dealer. There is no other
market that cen deal with him in quantity :
lots, Here we find the rigged buy-andwsell
prices, There is a.twenty per cent differ-
ence between the two colums, but, as was
previously mentloned, he cannot breask down
a duantity-lot purchase and sell 1t picce-
meal, as he has nelther the buyers or equipe
ment for such an operation. His investment

has probably pald off but he cannot realize on the full profit. In
the meantime, hls money has been working for the syndlcate. They have
not only rocéived the twenty per cent off the top of the buy-and-sell
difference, but, and this ls a big help to them, the colnsg have been
kept out of clrculation. In this respect, every coin collector is
helping to increase the prioces for the coins he will eventually want
to buy!

As long as these colns were not returned to circulation, the
price has been malntained amd the market 1s secure. For thls reason,
the future of coin collecting is in doubt., If people do not begln to
reglize the fact that the syndicate does indeed control the market,
they will at least feel the pinch. Is there any way to beat the syn-
dicate? Not really, but there are a few don'ts, Don't look for heavy
rises in old coins, They have been around for a long time and their
rarity and value have been sufficlently established so that thelr
prices, while modestly increasing, will never take huge Jumps.

Don't buy coins unless you check them personally, or, better yet,
have them checked., Many rolls are sold with some '"culls" in ths
middle, Rolls graded as brilliant uncirculated are often sold to the
amateur after having been ‘'doctored'. These colns, perhaps only in
very fine conditlon, have been dipped and rinsed in a caustlc solution
or tarnish remover to gilve them a like-new appearance.,

Don't buy bargaing. Outside of a few resl hardshlp cases, there
are no bargains. Suspect the bargaln because 1t 1s very ecasy to alter
coins, New techniques of counterfelting and altering have kept up
wlth modern developments. Filed off mint marks, soldered on dates,
homemade double~struck coins, and other fakes are gaining in currency.

Finally, know your dealer. If you suspect his prices are too
high, or his grading poor, change dealers.  The syndicate ls over-
running coin collecting, and for thls reason, it is difficult to de-
termine who 1ls involved.

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UNSAFE PLASTIC ONTAINERS
(continued from the July-August Bulletin)

Parhaps thls further report under this heading should be entitled
SAFE PLASTIC CONTALNERS because I can now report with some confidence
that the results of my enquiries are at last positive,

It seems reasonably clear that safe plastic containers are those
being made from the following two filmg ("film" is the trade term to
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describe sheets of material):

1., Cellulose Acelate
2. Polyester

The culprit appears to be polyvinyl film, the soft or flexliblie
plagstic or vinyl sometimes referred to as thermoplastic. Another
similer f£ilm 1s polypropylene (protein, etc.). L'1l say more about
those later. :

Cellulose Acetate films are manufactured by Eastman Kodak under
the trade name KODACEL and marketed in Canada by Plastic and Paper
Sales Limited, 140 Sunrise Avenue, Toronto 375, Ontaric. They ave also
manufactured by the Celanese Corporation under the trade name FORTICEL
(and perhaps other trade names) .

Another name for polyester f£ilm ig Polyethylene terephthalate, the
material referred to in the British Post Office press relsase mentioned
on page 16 of Volume 8 Nuwber 1 of the Paper Money Journal. Polyester
film 1s manufactured under a number of trade names such ag:

CELMAR (Celancse) _

MYLAR (Dupont) (The Canadian subsidlary is Dupont of Canada Limited

Bastman Chemical Inter-American Limlted report that Eastman Kodak
do net at thls time produce a polyester film, Rathsr they manufacture
polyester plastlc pellets and sell them to plastic processors,

In order to have full detalls on the characteristics of bhoth
these types of film the following technical descriptilon based on the
reports referred to on page 21 of Volume 8, Number 1 of the Paper Money
Journal 1s now included,

CELLULOSIC FILM

FMilm and shecting produced from the four commerclal types of
cellulosies - cellulose acetate, cellulose acetate butyrate, cellulose
triacetate and cellulose proplonate - are characterized by crystal
clarity, wrinkle, grease and water pesistance; dimensional stability,
and hlgh gas permeability. They are good clectrical lnsulators, show
low statlie bulld-up and have medium water~vapor transmission charache
eristics.

Acetate and butyrate film and sheet can be produced by extrusion
or solvent casting, triacetate is generally solvent cast, and propionw
ate 1s ussually processed by extrusion.

Solvent cast f£ilm gpnerallf has better gage uniformity and greater
clarity than extruded film. Film or sheet produced by dry extrusion is
most often used for post-forming operations where original brilliance
lg not required although sheeting may be press polished if desired,

Cellulosies can be printed by a varlety of methods -- letterpress,
offset, gravure, rlexographlic or silk screen.

CELLULOSE ACETATE

Acetate film plays an lmportant part in the packaging of paper proe
ducts, soft goods and noveltles, and forms the windows of folding and
set=up hoxes, .

Probably the largest markets for acetate sheeting are blisters,
skin packlng and transparent rigld containers., Acctate is cagily formed
docs not become brititle or deteriorate with normal aging, has no objccw
tlonable odor and ig avallable ln a wide range of transparent, transw
lucent or opague colors.
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Non-~packaglng applicatlions for cellulose acetate range from uscs
as maghetlicsound~recording~tape base, Instrument digl crystals, prege
sure-sensitlve tape, clectricsl insulation, book covers, gold-stamplng
foils and metallized ribbons to (in heaviergages) machine guards,
welders' shicldss, safety lenses, glazing materials and eyeglass frames,

CELLULOSE TRIACETATE

Triacetate film 1s readlly cut, punched, creascd, folded or prcs-
sure formed, although it 1s not recommended for vacuum forming. With
this one exception, it 1s handled the same as acetate. Its ability
to take continual Ilexing accounts for its popularity in albums, price
books, transparent folders and formed index tabs for files.

Thls quality, together with a
diclectric strength up to 3700 v/mil, depending upon thickness, makes
triacctate foll and film ideal for coll forms, core and layer insulae
tlon and for nonconducting separators boetween electrlical components.,
Trlacetate film 1s also used as a base for magnetic recording tapes
in thicknesses of 0,001 to 0,001L42 inch., Stock 0.005-in~thick tria~
cetate hag long been the standard in motion picture soundetrack re-

cording.

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THE CHARLOTTE COUNTY BANK - NEW BRUNSWICK 1825
(continued from September Bulletin)

The firm in London was able to supply the notes in good time and
tge bank began its operations shortly after the first day of October,
1825,

Consulting the New Brunswick Almenacs from 1825 onward, I find
the Charlotte County Bank is given with its Directors complete to the
vear 1863 when it evidently ccased operations., From 1864 to 186%
there is a blank, but in 1866 there is listed a Commercial Bank agency
at 8t. Andrews, cashler, J, W. Whltlock, Esquire. The Commwrcial Bank
og Eew Brunswick with headguarters at Saint John was establlshed in
1535,

From 6th Septomber 1825 until 12th October 1827 the old minute
book is a record of elections of officers, passing of notes and other
bank business, a most interesting account of the ways of old time
buslness men.

BIOGRAPHIC AL, SKETCHES

Colin Campbell, Esquire, whose name appears as president of the Char-
lotte County Bank wag an important man in St. Andrews during its carly
days. He wag one of the many Colin Campbells who settled in New
Brunswlck and came originally from Sissiboo, Nova Scotia. He was also
a director of the Public Grammar School in St. Andrews,

John Dunn and his wife, Elizabeth, werc loyaliste from New York.
He was one of the founders of St. Andrews and became the second sherw -
1iff of Charlotte County, holding offlce from 1790 to 1803, He was for
many years collector of customs. John Dunn died at St. Andrews in
1829 aged 76 years.

John McMaster was a loyalist who settled in St. Andrews and be-
came a prominent citizen,

John Wilson was one of the early settleres of St, Andrews and was
a Justice of the Peace for Charlotte County.

James Douglas was another early settler of Charlotte County.

Thomas Wyer Sr. was a prominent loyalist and an original grantec
of 8t., Andrews, His son, Thomas Wyer, Jr. was a member of Her Majesty's
Council, director of the Bublic Grammar School at St. Andrews, Licube
enant-colonel in the militia and director of the Charlotte County Bank.
He died at St. Andrews in 1848 aged 69 years,

Charles J. Briscoe, Esqulre, held a position in the Imperilal
customs at St, Andrews, He was an Englishmen by birth and was reputed
to be a son of King George 1V, Charies Briscoe wag rememberced by the
older pcople at St, Andrews as a tall, autocratic gentleman wearing a
scarlet hunting coat., His wife was a lady of much culture and was at
court in England before coming to this country.

Some years after Mr, Brigscoe's death hig grave wags opened and
papers which were supposed to throw light upon his origin werce. found,
but upon exposure to the alr they crumbied inte dust and the sccret re-
mained forever untold,

Harris Hatch, Esquire, was a son of Christopher Hatch and Eliza-
beth, his wife. They were loyallsts who came from Boston. Thelr son,
Harrisg, is described as a gentleman of consideration and held the offices
of member of Her Majesty's Council, commissioner of bankruptcics,
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surrogate registrar of deeds, member of the Board of Educatlion, lleut-
enant-colonel 1n the militlia and judge of the court of common pleas.

John McAlllster. The ancestors of the McAllisters came from
Argyleshire and at a later period settled in the north of Ireland.
Daniel and John McAllister came from Londonderry, lIreland, and settled
in New Hampshlre. Here the sons of Davld were born, Daniel, John and

Williamy TPhese three McAlllstors were loyalists and came 4o Now Brunsw
wick to settle at Oak Bay in Charlottc County. They took up land under
the Capc Ann assoclation grants, John McAllister, son of Danicl and
Mary Patterson, settled in 8t. Stephen and became a diroctor of the
Charlotte County Bank in 1825,

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WHAT ON EARTH ARE JETTONS?

Jetons were igsued originally as ounters because many carly
French settlers in Canada had 1ittle education and found it diffd:cilt to
make even the most olementary calculationg. The jotons were a groat
help in general stores, for instance, where a box with threce compari-
ments - one for each denomination - was used,

The compartmoents were for donioerg, solg and livees. Then there
wore 12 jetons in the denicers scction, they werc rcmoved; one was drop-
ped into the sols sectiong when 20 sols had accumulabed, they were ro-
rlaced by one in the livre compartment. The dlvision of money was
identical to that of the pound sterling -- 12 pence to a shilling, 20
shillings to a pound.

HOW _TO PROTECT COLNS

Colleetors over the yecars have developed many ways of storing
their coins, The traditional method 1s to keep them in a wooden cabe-
inet. The cabinet is usually made of mahogany or rosewocod, and cons-
tains several shallow felt-llned drawers or trays. A collector can
show several coins at once by removing the trays. Cabinets, unfort-
unately, are expensive and not much used because of this, even though
a cabinct ls the best wagy to keep coins.

Modern collectors use albums, envelopes and boxes, or plastic
holders, Thce most common albums in use are the blue Whitman folders,
avallable for Canadlan, Amerlcan, and English colnss There is a slot
for every date ln a glven series, which makes it casy to see at a
glance a whole collection of cents, for example, Only one side of
the coins can be seen, and so an extra space 1s provided to show the
obverses; The Dansco coin albums, also manufactured in the U.S. are
larger and more expecnsive, and of hecavier construction. They arc
avallable for Canadian, American, Australian and New Zealand coins,
There is also a line of albums, gimilar to the Whitman line, made in
Canada, for Canadian colns.

There arce obther albums of hcavier construction made so that both
gides of the coln ecan be gecn. The most widely msed are the Whitman
"Bookshel " albums for Canadian, American and English coins. These
are more expensive than the foléers, and give cxcellent protection.
Another line of albums sometimes seen is the "Library of Coins' series,
Both it and the Whitman series will resemble books when closed,

Paper and plastic envelopes are the simplest means of keeping
coing for which no albums are avallable. Envelopes arce two inches
square, made of white or manila paper or clcar plastic., Cardboard and
plastic boxes, about ten lnches long, are avallable to hold a number
of colns in their envelopes,.

, As to which way he wants to keep coins, cach reader will have to
make up his own mind. BEconomic Factors wili decide in the end for
most collectors., The small Whitman folders and paper envelopes and
boxes are the cheapest methods. Next come "do-it-yourself" coin hold-
ers and the "bookshelf" albums,

Heavy plastlic 1s expensive, but only as expensive as the collect-
or wants to make it. A few favourite sets in ruby red plastic holders
are quite attractive and not unduly hard on the purse. On the other
hand, few people can afford to house cach and every piece of a large
collection in this manner.
