TI-E LEE PENNY 
By Ruth McQuade, F.R.N,S. 

Somewhere i n  a bank vaul t  i n  $cotland, there  l i e s  a very old 
talisman or charm, ca l led  the  "Lee Penny". I n  the  middle ages t h i s  
was much sought a f t e r ,  a s  i t  was used a s  a n  ant idote  f o r  many diseases  
found i n  c a t t l e  and horses. It was sometimes used on hunans as well ,  
It appears t o  be a etone which i s  d u l l  and reddish,  e q u i l a t e r a l  i n  
s h ~ p e ,  each s ide  being about a cen-timeter i n  length ,  but no lapidary  
knows what s o r t  of a stone i t  i s .  It i s  s e t  i n  a coin, but  here a l so  
nobody i s  c e r t a i n  j u s t  what coin i t  is .  It could be a g roa t  O r  a 
sh i l l i ng .  

When I saw the  Lee Fenny, the  heredi tary  owner was Major Simon 
F'. MacDondd Lockhart, and t l ~ i s  name has a beariilg on the  story. 

In the  year 1329, Robert the  Bruce died at  Cardross Cast1.e. He 
died a t  the  age of 55 from leprosy,  a f t e r  reigning f o r  23 years.  He 
made a reques t  t h a t  a f t e r  h i s  death h i s  hea r t  should be embalmed and 
given t o  Lord James Douglas (The Black Douglas) i n  order t h a t  he 
might take i t  t o  the  Holy Land and bury i t  i n  Jerusalem. The hea r t  
was placed i n  a s i l v e r  casket which he ca r r ied  personally. One of the  
Ih igh t s ,  who was t o  go with him, ca r r i ed  the  key. This Knight was 
S i r  Simon Locard, an ancestor of Major Simoiz Lockhart. Later Simon 
Locard changed h i s  name t o  'lLock!.~art", a s  i t  was more su i tab le ,  as he 
was the  one t h a t  held the  key t o  the  casket which contzined the  hea r t  
of Bruce. 

I n  order t o  f inance this t r i p ,  S i r  Simon Locard had. t o  bo r~ow a 
l a r g e  sum of money from the  Pr ior  of .@r. Thg sum l e n t  under bond 
signed by many Sco t t i sh  nobles, was f o r  ten  pounds. 

S i r  Walter Scot t  used these h i s - t o r i ca l  f a c t s  a s  the  bas i s  f o r  his 
immortal< s tory  "The Talisman", 'but l i k e  many o-ther w r i t e r s  he changed 
the  d e t a i l s  t o  make h i s  s tory.  The Ynights never got  t o  the  Holy 
Land. The long t r i p  passed through Spain. I n  Spain they were busy 
having a w a r ,  and being Scots they decided t o  take pa r t ,  During the  
s t ruggle ,  Douglas was suyrounded, so he f lung the  casket before him 
and cr ied ,  I1Gnwad a s  thou were wont, noble hea r t  Douglas w i l l  follow 
thee", Douglas was k i l l ed  i n  the  b a t t l e  and the  k ing ' s  hea r t  was 
found beside l~im. I t  was l a t e r  buried a t  Melrose Abbey, 

During t h i s  b a t t l e  i n  which the  Scots were on the  winning s ide  
S i r  Si.mon Locard took a Moorish prince a s  prisoner.  I t  was the  cusiom 
t o  take the  prisoner t o  h i s  hame and demand a ransom, The Pr ince ' s  
Mother, while counting out  gold and s i l v e r ,  dropped a charm, which 
Locard quickly picked up, and which i s  now known as the  Lee-Penny, The 
lady wept t o  loose  i t ,  but t o ld  S i r  Locard about i t s  wonderful prop- 
e r t i e s .  He took i t  home with him t o  Scotland. 

Now, t o  use the  charm properly, a con.tainer of water was t o  be 
given "twa d ip s  and a swirl11, with the  coin suspended frorn a chain* 
The water was then given t o  the  s i l i n g  cows or horses,  or  used a s  a 
lo t i on .  While t h i s  was taking place no words were spoken. 

I n  1629, the  cows i n  Haddingtonshire had some d-isease, and they 
were given some of t h i s  water i n  which .the charm had been dipped, and 
the  cows recovered. A lady was burned as a witch as  p a r t  of the  cure. 
The l a i r d  of Lee was t r i e d  by the  General Assembly of the Church of 
Scotland f o r  sorcery, bu.t was found not  g u i l t y  as I'rio words were wttered 
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i n  e f fec t ing  the  reputed cureH. 

I n  Newcastle during the middle of the  17 th  century, there  was an 
.outbr*eds of c a t t l e  d isease ,  The people of Newcastle asked f o r  the .  
loan'  of the Lee Penny and t h i s  was granted i n  return f o r  a bond of 
$6,000. Yes the  c a t t l e  recovered and the  people of Newcastle t r i e d  
t o  ge t  the  Laird t o  accept the bond i n  payment of the Penny, but  t o  
t h i s  he d i d  not  agree and h i s  penny was returned. It  i s  reported t h a t  
i n  the  middle of 'the 18 th  century, two hurnans were a l so  t r ea t ed  f o r  
d l m e n t s  and cured. 

B l a t e r  ancestor of MaJor Lockcart, was the  General Officer com- 
manding .the army of Maria Theresa of Austr ia  (1711.0-1780), She had 
heard the  s tory  of t h i s  wonderful Penny and a s  a mark of appreciat ion,  
she gave him a gold snuff box i n  which t o  keep the  coin. The whole 
thing i s  now fu r the r  housed i n  a box of so l id  oak, cut  from the  Lee 
e s t a t e s .  

It i s  not  known when .the coin was mounted on the stone but as  
-the coin i s  probably Scot.tish, i t  may have 'been ,used t o  p ro tec t  the  
stone, therefore  i t  was probably mounted long a f t e r  i t  l e f t  Spain. 

This s to ry  t a n t d i z e s  me because I keep wondering i f  the  stone 
w i l l  ever again be used t o  t r y  and cure a disease.  Perhaps i t 7  S j u s t  
a s  well t h a t  i t  i s  stored away i n  i t s  beau t i fu l  box, away from jll 
temptation !

TWE BAiJIC OF LIVERPOOL (1871 - 18791 - @%W.A p-.

The Ban1.r of Liverpool (1371) seems t o  have had i t s  o f f i c e  i n  a 
1,wge frame bui:Ldl.ng on Liverpool 's Main S t r ee t ,  a t  the  nor th  west 
Corner of Gorham S t r e e t ,  This s t r u c t m e  (long known a s  the  "Wiggle- 
wortll Building1I) was demol.isl?ed i n  1969 'to malse way fo r  a modern 
department s to re ,  known a s  ltPeoples ' Store". 

Wllen the  Balk of Nova Sco t i a  took over the  meagre a s s e t s  of the  
Banls of Liverpool i n  187)-I., a,nd s t a r t ed  i- ts  long and r u t h l e s s  camp&-gn 
t o  recover i t s  debts  frorn s l ~ ~ e h o l d e r s  und.er the  lldouble l iabj . l i ty1I  
clause, i t s  Liverpool Agei?t took over the  Balk of L'iverpool o f f i ce .  
Subsequently t h i s  became the  Liverpool Branch of -the Bank of Nova 
Scotia ,  

A de ta i l ed  map of Liverpool, dated 1988, shows -the Ball< of Nova ' - 
Scot ia  i n  t h i s  buildi.n.g, Behind i t  extended a long wharf with a ware- 
house on -the t i p ,  named 'the Bank of Nova Sco.tia Wharf. Presumably t h i s  
was one o:€ the a s s e t s  picked up from shareholders i n  the  Bank of Liver- 
pool, 

The sudd'en f a i l u r e  of the  Bank of Acadi a (1873), and .the stock 
market panic i n  New York i n  t h a t  year ,  s t a r t ed  a. fLnanciLd collapse 
t h a t  ruined nearly every mm of substance i n  South Queens County and 
many elsewhere i n  the  Province; most of the  fami l ies  of the  old lumber 
and sa i l ing-  ship ar is tocracy,  member S of the Nova Scoti  a l e g i s l a t u r e ,  
the  Anglican Bishop, Senator O1l)ell and other  well-to-do Halifax busi- 
ness men. None of them seem t o  have rea l i zed  t h a t  under the  llDouble 
L iab i l i ty l l  clause i n  the  bcankl S char ter  they cou1.d lose ;  (a) the  
amount of t h e i r  o r ig ina l  investment i n  bank shares,  and (b) an equal 
,mount on demand of the  bank's c red i to rs .  

A sher i f f  S summons 'to a Brooklyn mariner, Cap tdn  I-Iemy Smith 
( c  small. shareholder i n  the Bank of Liverpool) shows tile Banlt of Liver- 
pool, through i t s  at torney,  J , N .  S. Marshall, issued the  F i r s t  C a l l  
~mder  the  I1Double L iab i l i t y t1  clause on July  3, 1871t, This c a l l  was 
f o r  5% on the shareholders shLwes. He held f i v e  shares? face  value 
of $100, each, a t o t a l  inves-tment of 9/;600, iiencc the  f ~ r  s t  c a l l  was 
fo r  $25. The Second Ca l l  was 5-sgued November 1.0, 1874, t h i s  time f o r  
1 0  so the second c a l l  was for  $50, The Third C , z l l  was issued on 
Mmch 25, 1875, a l so  f o r  10$. The shareholder evidently could not  pay 
=my.tWng. The sher i f f  ' S w r i t ,  dated December 26, 1875, demanded t h z t  
the  shareholder appear before 'the Supreme Court, md presents  hi. with 
a b i l l  fo r  the th ree  c a l l s  plus i n t e r e s t  on a l l  t l vee  c a l l s  a t  73, from 
da t e  of i s s u e p  the whole amount of 9)134.,08. 

These c a l l s  on the  shareholders of the  Bank of Liverpool were made 
by pressure of the  p r inc ipa l  c red i to r ,  the Bank of Nova Sco t i a  at  
EIdifax, but the  name of the  Bank of Nova Sco t ia  was not  mentioned i n  
these  document S, 

The B&?k of Nova Sco t i a  had been hard h i t  by the  defa lca t ion  of 
more th~an $300,000 by i t s  H < d i f  ax manager, discovered i n  1870. The 
depression of Nova Scotian shipping and shipbuilding t rades ,  following 
tho 1,ong period of prosper i ty  which ended with the  Arnoric,uz C i v i l  War i n  
1065, a l so  ef fec ted  the  Bank of Nova Scot ia ,  which took stifi '  measxres 
t o  pro.-tdct Yt3e-Lf, 
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I n  1876 the  Directors  of the Bank of Nova Sco t ia  appointed as

t o  a c t  a s  Liquidator of the Bank of Liverpool., and, under Fy she s 
i n s t ruc t i on ,  he was ru th l e s s .  The shareholders1 homes and pessessions 
of every kind were seized by w r i t  and sold a t  public auction fo r  what- 
ever they would f e t c h  i n  cash - and thi:;, a t  g time whan a l l  'trade had 
come t o  a h a l t  and cash was scarce. 
The firm of Samuel. Freeman & Son:; went bankrupt i n  1876. Under .the 
new Insolvent  Debtors Act of 1.875 (S ta tu tes  of Canada), everything 
they owned was seized and sold i;o the  c red i to rs .  (see advertisement 
i n  Liverpool Timesl Thursday November 9 >  18'76) , (The l i s t  of Freeman 
proper.t;ies and . t h e n  desc r ip t i on  take up a who1.e sheet  of .the news- 
paper).  The auction was held :'~n the  Liverpool Courthouseq Dec. 12,  
1.876, George W ,  Barss was the  auctioneer and John A. Les l l e  the  ass i?  .A 
gnee. Everything was sold, including the  household fu rn i t u r e  of old 
Samuel., young Samuel and Snow Parker Freeman. Tha.propert ies  included 

5,317 acres of prime timber, s h i p y s d  a t  what i n  1966 was l?reernanls 
General Store,  public park at; H i l l s  Grove ( a  t i d a l  por t  on the Mersey 
River ) ,  Freernanl S General Store,  M i l b n ,  the old "l.?reeman HouseI7 
(East  l a i l t on )  with all i t s  outbuildings and 10 acres  of land, a f a r m  
on "Schoolhouse H i l l "  i n  Mflton, several  building l o t s  on both s ides  
of the r i v e r  i n  Milton, two s m a l l  farms a t  Moose I T i l l  and a 12  acre 
f a r m  i n  Milton proper, a number of pastures i n  Milton, .the cleared 
pasture known as I1Sam1s Pmmfl -4. miles upriver  from Milton, and one 
curio.us l i t t l e  j.tem, the  midget j-sland i n  the  r i v e r  above Liverpool 
highway bridge, then known as ICnowlesl Islarid, a l so  a sawmill a t  "The 
CormerIt , Milton, a community bordering Liverpool, d i r e c t l y  nor th  of 
town. The timberlands were d i s t r i bu t ed  as follows: Queens County - 
1,760 acres,  Kings Couity - 1,311-7 acres,  Lunenburg County - 150 acres,  
An.napo1j.s County - 660 acres and Digby County - 400 acres,  the  t o t a l  
boing 5,317 acres,  These timberlands included four i s l ands  i n  Lake 
Rossigriol; B i g  Coombes, L i t t l e  Coombes Cub Is land and a s m d l  un- 
n.:aed i s l and  near Cub which contained b acres,  Most of these i s l a n d s  
disappeared i n  the  deep flowagc caused by the  Nova Scot ia  Power Comm- 
i s s i o n ' s  water storage dam, b u i l t  i n  1929. (The construct ion and 
operat ion of the l a t e r  named Mersey Paper Co. L td . ,  now a subsidiary 
of Bowstors I ~ L e r n a t i o n a l  was a i d  still i s  dependent on the  benef i t s  
of t h i s  p ro j ec t ) ,  

No ships or shares i n  ships are  rr.entioned i n  t h i s  auction s a l e  
of 1876, the  blackest  ChrLstmas of the  Freemanls l i v e s ,  Somehow they 
re ta ined a l a rge  s h a e  i n  the barqu.e Linda Abbott and possib1.y one or 
two other  vessels .  Bad l-uck continued t o  h i t  h a d g  i n  December 1878 
the  Linda Abbott was caught i n  a sudden storm while j u s t  oa ts ide  the  
hm'lsour bnr and she drove ashore, a complete wreck. She h& sa i l ed  
i n  the  West Ind ies  t rade  with Captains MacLeod and Scobey i n  command. 
I t  was n0.t m uncommon s igh t  f o r  the people of the town to  view her 
sail-ing i n t o  the  Bay with 'bunting f ly ing  and flags of multi-colours, 
a splendid p ic ture ,  Most of the shares were owned by the  meeman 
Company.

ODD CURIOUS TRADE MEDIA 
By LL, T o  Smith (L.N,S,) 

A s  co l l ec to rs ,  we soon f ind t h a t  many other  media of exchange 
have been .and are,  t o  some extent ,  s.til.1 used i n  other  p a r t s  of the .- 
world, i n  most ins tances  form of barto? medium i s  a mutually accepted 
commodity, but i n  emergency s i t u a t i o n s  -the medium may be of a l e s s  
accept able ,and impermanent nature,  

A very f m i l i a r  form of money i s  used on the  i s lLmd  of Yap. They 
use stone d i s c s  which r'ulge from one t o  12  f e e t  i n  d ianeter  and must 
be brought i n  by canoe t ranspor t  from Palau, 25 miles away, Because 
of t h e i s  si.ze and weight, they are  seld.om moved about and hundreds of 
,thein are  propped up about the  i s l m d s .  

Teeth and tusks  of anlmals have o f ten  been used as a form of money. 
Large polar bear t e e th  Were a highly prized exchange medim i n  ea r ly  
Allaslra and B r i t i s h  Columbia, while i n  the  Admiyjlty I s lands  of Mel.an- 
o s i a ,  one l a rge  dog1s  tooth  w i l l  purcllase ei- thcr  'ten -tare, t en  coco- 
nu t s  fo r ty  b e t e l  nu t s  or one bundle of bark filbre. Whale t e e t h  were 
highly prized money of Pi j i  I s lands ,  where w e d t h  was f igured upon the  
number of whale t e e t h  a man owned. Zlephant tusk t i p s  of so l id  ivory 
are  s t i l .1  used a s  money i n  the Congo. 

Other pa r t s  of f i s h ,  b i rd s  or animals have a l so  been used as money. 
Shark vertebrae or s h e l l  s t i c k s  worn through the  nose and errrs of the  
South Sea 1::landers were used as money Rings of elephants t a i l  h a i r s  
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decorated with ivory ornamen-ts were o f t en  used i n  Angola, Afr ica ,  
Even the red hai.r from below the ear of the  f ly ing fox i s  accep.ted as 
currency i.n the  Loyalty Is lands .  The na t ives  i n  Ethiopia and along , 

' the  idhite Nile use rhinoceros horns a s  money. I n  some countr ies ,  
whole animals have long been accepted a s  a  bar ter ing medium, p igs  be- 
ing a s t a i d a r d  form of wealth even today i n  the  South Sea Isl.ands, 

MLmy d i f f e r e n t  African t r i b e s  have long used cowry s h e l l s  and a 
s h e l l  rnoney cal led  "dewarra1I i s  used on .tile Duke of York IslLmd. The 
s h e l l s  are strung together and the bas ic  uni-t i s  the  length  rrom hand 
t o  hand across the  ches t  with arms out-stretched,  Smaller u n i t s  are 
from .the shoulder t o  the t i p  of the f ingers ,  wris.t t o  f inger ,  e t c .  
Each measure has a  spec i f i c  name.
