TIPS FOR THE PRGR-nM CHAIRMAN 
BY: W. ARTICJR HONOUR ( L 1  Rights Reserved) 

@r ig ina l l y  wr i t t en  f o r  the  B r i t i s h  Columbia Numismatic Association.) 
By wri t ing  t h i s  a r t i c l e  I hope t o  share some ideas  t h a t  have 

proven successful  i n  my experience and suggest sources of other  new 
ideas.  It i s  based mainly on my own experience a t  the  t ask ,  learning 
mostly by t r i a l  and e r ro r ,  I w a n  you not  t o  expect c lose  adherence 
t o  r u l e s  of l o g i c  and coherence i n  wri t ing as  I am merely rambling from 
top ic  t o  topic  as they occur t o  me. But perhaps I can help  ease the  
way of o the r s  new t o  t h e  pos i t ion  of program chairman. Because each 
club i s  d i f f e r en t ,  t h e  programme chairman w i l l  have t o  apply h i s  i n i t i -  
a t i ve  t o  choosing and adapting i deas  su i tab le  f o r  h i s  club, 

I found i t  bes t  t o  i nves t  three  or four months of hard pluggung 
i n t o  ge t t i ng  ahead of t h e  job - prapming a t e n t a t i v e  schedule f o r  six 
months t o  a year i n  advance, Then i t  was j u s t  coasting: converting 
"possiblelt t o  " tenta t ivet1  about s ix  months ahead; confirming with two 
months t o  go; announcing one month ahead; and keeping a spare i n  my h i p  
pocket i n  case of emergency, This procedure not  only avoids l as t  min- 
ute panic and permits b e t t e r  club planning, bu't a l so  i s  ac tua l ly  e a s i e r  
once the  spade work i s  done, 

QUALITIES OF A PROGRAMME CHAIRMAN 
The most important qua l i t y  of a programme chairman i s  t o  Itget aroundn. 
No reasonable person expects one man t o  dream up Tyom h i s  obm i m a g i n e  
t i o n  a t h r i l l i n g  new i d e a  every month. To be successful ,  the  P.C. 
must know what other  clubs a re  doing and borrow any ideas  t h a t  look 
good f o r  h i s  club. If your club has a member who a t tends  every coin , 
show with3.n reasonable d is tance ,  v i s i t s  other clubs f a i r l y  regu la r ly  
and subscribes t o  three  or more major hobby publ ica t ions  - sorry,  "ou dy, 
but you are a na tura l ,  

;i 

The second requirement i s  boldness. You must adver t i se  t h a t  you 
are looking f o r  ideas ,  ask questions, compare notes  with other  P,C's, 
and whenever you f ind  a lead  I---::-.:..? ":--..c-:' If the club i n  the  
next town has a good speaker while you are  there ,  have h i s  name, add- 
r e s s  and agreement t o  'v is i t  your club before you leave ,  Soon you w i l l  
be well  known and t i p s  w i l l  t r i c k l e  i n  pn t h e i r  own, I even remember 
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one case when a s t r m g e r  ( l a t e r  a good f r iend)  spent ha l f  a convention 
t ry ing t o  f ind  me t o  volunteer a t a l k  he thought would i n t e r e s t  my club. 

You must a l so  have e i t h e r  a perfec t  photographic memory or a pen 
and pad t o  wr i t e  down every i d e a  as  soon as it comes t o  you before you 
have a chance t o  fo rge t  it. 

SOURCES 
I have already mentioned ge t t ing  around. While doing t h i s  you 

should f ind  among regu la r ly  attending club members or other  r e l i a b l e  
and accessible sources about two or  three each ( i f  possible)  of;- 
s l i d e  projec tors ,  movie p ro jec to rs  tape recorders  ( ca s se t t e  and r e e l )  
and similar handy i tems t h a t  w i l l  hroaden the  range of your l tpossiblel t  
programs, 

You w i l l  a l so  be learning the i n t e r e s t s  of your club members and 
the  ItdoersH a t  other  clubs and shows, This not  pnly helps you plan 
what w i l l  be popular, but you will. a l so  know who you can c a l l  upon as 
a speaker or p a r t  of a @themett programme. Wwning: never accept a 

, member's claims of ignorance when you ask him for  help. If he has been 
co l lec t ing  i n  a f i e l d  fo r  over a yew and doesn ' t  know enough t o  t a l k  
about i t  f o r  a few minutes it i s  jolly-well  time he learned ! And be- 
cause you are  giving him about two month's warning he has l o t s  of time. 

Even the  lowly Lincoln cent can provide an i n t e r e s t i n g  ta lk  - I ' v e  
heard i t  done several  times from d i f f e r e n t  angles. For example: dis-  
cuss which da t e s  are scarce and why; what happened t o  the  V.D.B.(what- 
ever t h a t  i s )  ; and l tshel l-casel l  cents. I don ' t  c o l l e c t  Lincolns, but  
I can th3.nk up questions. You answer them and a couple I have over- 
looked and you have an easy 1 5  minute t a lk .  Another speaker once t o l d  
of amusing aspects  of an e lus ive  search over severa l  years  and thou- 
sands of r o l l s  t ry ing t o  complete a Lincoln s e t  from c i r cu l a t i on  (and 
i n  Canada a t  t h a t ) ,  

Bu'i; your contact with o ther  clubs i s  not  l imi ted  by your own 
t r a v e l s e  The C.N.b ,  J o u r n d  r epo r t s  club news every month. Coin 
World, Numismatic News, C.S.h, News, and most similar publicat ions con- 
t a i n  many club repor ts .  The A,N.A. publishes a Monthly Club Bu l l e t i n  - 
20 O r  more pages f Y . 1 1  of i deas  on every aspect of club ac t i v i t y .  haN.B. 
member clubs receive  t h i s  b u l l e t i n  automaLicdlly ; individual  member S 
merely have t o  wr i t e  and ask fo r  it .  

Both Coin World and Numismatic News (and probably o thers  I don ' t  
know of)  have a t  one time or another prepared pamphlets on most phases 
of running a coin club. Inves t  a stamp and f ind  out i f  they can help  
you, The most novel ideas  w i l l  be found i n  meeting r epo r t s  of clubs 
i n  ?hust ra l ia ,  Engl-and, South Africa (black coins must be displayed i n  
separate cases from white coins -?),  e t c .  Any place you can f ind  out 
what other  clubs are  doing (brajnwave; t r y  stamp and g u n  co l l ec to r s  
clubs) I s  a source, 

FREE BONUS IDEAS - 
Variety i s  the  l i f e  of programmes! That w i l l  be the key-note of 

t h i s  sec t ion as I skip merri ly from one off-beat i d e a  t o  another, 3: 
w i l l  t r y  t o  include a few p o p u l a  or d i f f e r e n t  i deas  and avoid the  rout- 
ine.  You m i g h t  t r y  t o  do the  sane with your programmes. S l ides  every 
month, no matter how varied the  subjects ,  soon become boring i n  them- 
selves.  

Once or twice a year a completely non-numismatic presenta t ion i s  
a n i ce  change of pace. I once found a camera nut  who showed exce l len t  
movies of a th ree  month tour  of Europe. He got  as big a kick from 
showing off as we d i d  watching and l i s t e n i n g  t o  h i s  pa t t e r .  A f a n a t i c

souvenir col lec top,  he also displayed a few lef t -over  coins and 

notes,  antique toys and a t i f  a c t s q  nat ive  clothing s ty l e s ,  match 
boxes, and even a couple of paintings smuggled from h i s  homeland de- 
s p i t e  IINational A r t  Treasurert laws (they had been i n  h i s  family fo r  
generations, 

Variety can be obtained from swap nights ,  theme programmes, or  
" t e a  and t a lk t1  ge t  acquainted sessions.  Possible themes include: a 
pa r t i cu l a r  country, .time period, or coin metal; my s m d l e s t ,  l a r g e s t ,  
most i n t e r e s t i ng ,  or u g l i e s t  coins; animals, kings or ships on coins; 
or paper money, medals, tokens, or odd and curious, One club had 9 
resounding success by ss'ring each member t o  bring h i s  favour i t e  book 
and give a one minute review of i t  followed by a general d iscuss ion o f  
numismatic books. 

Watch also fo r  speakers with unusujL topics .  Mil i tary  medals a re  
an i n t e r e s t i n g  but l i t t l e - fo l lowed  numismatic f i e l d  i n  t h i s  country. 
Perhaps a l a rge  department s to re  or advert is ing agency can provide 
someone with a new s l a n t  on displaying.  A policeman might speak on 
home, secur i ty  or counterfe i t ing .  Do you know anyone knowledgeable on 
Indian a r t i f a c t s  or ea r ly  primit ive currencies? 

A panel. discusion usual ly proves very popular and has many ad- 
vantages. Many club members who are a f ra id  t o  attempt a 1 5  minute 
t a l k  on t h e i r  own w i l l  take p a r t  i n  a panel of three  or four eqch t o  
t a l k  f o r  about 5 minutes on a t op i c  such as: my favour i t e  coln, how I 
s t a r t ed  co l lec t ing ,  or why I c o l l e c t  coins, medals, tokens, paper 
money, e t c .  (each pane l i s t  shou1.d be d i f f e r e n t  fo r  t h i s  one). 

Another approach i s  f o r  a panel of exper ts  t o  d iscuss  a controv- 
e r s i a l  or tthow .tott top ic ,  P o s s i b i l i t e s  include: cleaning coins,  coin 
investment, buying by mail ,  pseudo-coins, how t o  house and pro tec t  a 
col lec t ion,  or bow t o  grade paper money, Be sure t o  leave l o t s  of 
,time Tor questions because i f  the re  are  one or  two t o  get  the  b a l l  
r o l l i n g  a l i v e l y  d.iscussion usual ly follows - f o r  awhile pz r t i c ipa t i on  
becomes very "in?. A t  the conclusion ask  the members f o r  i deas  they 
would l i k e  discussed another time, but make them w a l t  a t  Least three  
meetings f o r  va r ie ty  S sake. 

Inc iden ta l ly  when I mention a r t t d k r f  I do no t  r e f e r  t o  t h e  stan- 
dards of Churchill .  I f  someone f e e l s  more comfortable reading d i rec t -  
l y  from prepared notes - f i ne .  The important thing i s  t o  ge t  the 
information across. This requ i res  appl ica t ion of only two simple r u l e s ?  
First,  speak very loudly so everyone can hear ea s i l y .  Secondly, speak 
c l e a r l y  and very slowly, (Note t o  the  speaker: remember, you are 
nervous and used t o  speaking t o  people close by, therefore  what seems 
too loud and too slow t o  you probably sounds g rea t  t o  everyone e l s e ) ,  
A s  with everything, p r a t i s e  makes perfec t .  

Major l i b r a r i e s  such as the  VanaouvoxPublic Library (Main Brqnch, 
Fine Arts Section) keeps an index, by topic  and source, of all l o c a l l y  
avai lable  movies. Check with your l i b r a r y  or while v i s i t i n g  the  Itbig 
c i t y r r  l e a r n  which f i lms  of i n t e r e s t  can be borrowed by mail,  

Of course many regional  associa t ions  such as the  B.C.N.A., C.N,A? 
and A,N,A. keep slj.de programmes avai lable  f o r  member clubs. These 
are  accompanied by a wr i t t en  or tape  recorded commentary. Writ ten com- 
mentaries should be pre-read sever al. times f o r  f ami l i a r i l y  and unknown 
words or pronunciations checked out. 

The l a s t  couple of ideas  are  g r ea t  a s  back-ups i f  a spe&.er doesn ' t  
a r r i ve  or the  projec tor  won't work.
