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THE UNIQUE COUPLE

London Numismatic Society 
The year was 1890 and United S t a t e s  was 

making plans f o r  t h e  Columbia Worldt S Faix 
i n  Chicago, and plans were a l so  being made 
t o  mint t h e i r  f irst  commemmorative coin the  
Columbia H a l f  Dollar,  minted i n  1892 anJ 
1893. 

Susan B. Anthony, who was President  of 
the  National American Woman's Suffrage Ass- 
oc ia t ion  was r a l l y ing  the  women of America 
t o  her s ide  t o  form a group ca l l ed  E q u d  
Rights  f o r  Women. This could probably be 
ca l led  t h e  f irst  Women' s Libera tors  of t h e i r  
day. This group, along with Miss Anthony, 
were pressing the  Congress of the  United 
S t a t e s  f o r  a coin with a female on it. A 
p e t i t i o n  was c i rcu la ted  and given t o  Senator 
P l a t t ,  The r e s u l t  was t h a t  when t h e  World's 
Fa i r  B i l l  was passed it contained provision 
f o r  a Board of Lady Manager's coin. It was 

-authorized on March 12, 1893 with a maXi.mwn 
mintage of 40,000, Charles Barber designed 
the  coin. The obverse showed the  crowned 
head of Queen I s a b e l l a  1 of Spain facing l e f t ,  
with United S t a t e s  of America 1893 in s ide  a 
beaded r a i s ed  edge* The reverse  shows a 
kneeling woman with d i s t a f f  and spindle,  
emblematic of woman's industry,  Around t h e  
beaded ra i sed  edge, the  i n s c r i p t i o n  Board of 
Lady Manager Columbian Quar. Dol. 24 214 
were sold f o r  $1.00 each a t  the  Exposition, 
w i t h  the  remaining 15,809 being melted down. 
The I s a b e l l a  quarter  became t h e  second comm- 
emorative coin of t h e  United Sta tes ,  

Marquis De Lafayet te  (17541834) was a 
French nobleman who, at the  age of 20, came 
t o  America t o  serve i n  the  W a r  of Indenend- ----- = ---- 
ence. He was attached t o  t h e s t a f f  of Gener- 
al Washington .and fought g a l l a n t l y  through- 
out  the  war. . He was wounded a t  Brandvwine --- - 
and s u c c e s s ~ l l y  negotiated French ai ;d t o  t h e  
colonies,  He became a Major General by 
Congressional appointment, The bond of frie- 
ndship between Laf aye t t e  and Washington was 
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so strong t h a t  many said t h a t  Lafayette was l i k e  a son t o  Washington. 
Mter the  Revolutionary W a r ,  Lafayette returned t o  France. He l a t e r  
r e v i s i t e d  America i n  1784 ard again i n  1824, and was received wi th  
demonstrations of honour and gra t i tude .  

The Lafayet te  Dollar was United S ta tes1  t h i r d  commemorative coin. 
This  coin commemorates the  e rec t ion  of a monument t o  the  French Gener- 
a1 i n  Pa r i s  a s  p a r t  of the  United S t a t e s  pa r t i c ipa t i on  i n  the  P a r i s  
Exposition i n  1900. 

It was designed by Charles E. Barber, with a t o t a l  mintage of 
50,026, of which ~ 4 ~ 0 0 0  were melted down. The obverse conjoins the  
bus t  of George Washington and Marquis De Lafayette,  United S t a t e s  of 
America around the  top, and below the  bust ,  Lafayet te  Dollar.  The 
reverse  shows t h e  monument erected i n  Pa r i s  of Lafayet te  on h i s  horse 
with the  i n t e r e s t i ng  i n s c r i p t i o n  ItErected by the  Youth of the  United 
S t a t e s  i n  honour of General Lafaye,tteW. A t  the  bottom of the  coin -- 
P a r i s  -- 1900r 

I have t i t l e d  t h i s  the  Unique Couple because -- Unique a s  defined 
by Websterls Dictionary s t a t e s :  

rfOne and only, s ingle ,  sole,  d i f f e r e n t  from all others." 
F i r s t ,  the Lsabella  quarter  i s  the  only commemorative quarter  

d o l l a r  the  United S t a t e s  has minted and, the  only United S t a t e s  coin 
t o  honour a fo re ign  ru l e r .  

The Washington quar ter ,  f i r s t  issued i n  1932, was o r ig ina l l y  in- 
tended t o  be a commemorative marking the  f i r s t  p re s iden t ' s  b i r t h  200 
years  e a r l i e r ,  but  becane a regular  i s sue ,  

The Lafayet te  d ? l l a r  was the  f i r s t  coin issued t h a t  pictured a 
former President  and American c i t i z e n  on i t  -- George Washington. It 
i s  a l so  the  only coin t h a t  shows a President and Foreign d ign i ta ry  -- 
General Laf ayet te .  

With these  observations, I bel ieve  t h a t  these Pacts  make these 
coins very unique.

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COMMEMORATIVE NOTES OF THE WORLD 

By Anos Warwick - Ingerso l l  Coin Club. 
I n  the  pas t  172 years  over 100 countr ies  have s t ruck  over l000 

commemorative coins i n  gold, s i l v e r  and baser metals. Commemorative 
?pins date  back t o  the  commemorative decadrachms of Syracuse i n  405 
B.C. and the  Bat-L2e of Mmathm i n  4'85 B,C* 

Paper money was known and used by the  Chinese a s  ea r ly  as the  
14 th  century but  paper money did  not  come i n t o  being i n  the  Western 
world u n t i l  approximately 1685 with the  French I1playing c@dl' money. 
Paper money has not  always had a good reputa t ion,  take f o r  ins tance  
the  Continental Currency, Confederate S t a t e s  of Anlerica notes  Wild 
Cat bank notes,  e tc .  Even to-day, paper money i s  being looke8 at in 
dubious ways. Governments have been ra ther  slow i n  using paper money 
t o  commemorate people, places or events  i n  h i s to ry ,  Gold or  s i l v e r  
has  been more su i tab le ,  

Many pieces of paper money the  world over might be mistaken f o r  
commemorative paper money because they portray p o r t r a i t s  of l e ade r s  
i n  government, the  arts, sciences and even h i s t o r i c a l  scenes. 

Even United S t a t e s  have notes  which dep ic t  h i s t o r i c a  events  or  
places,  f o r  ins tance ,  the  Landing of Columbus or the  Signing of the  
Declarat ion of Independence, but  these  notes  cannot be ca l l ed  commem- 
o r a t i v e  notes. 
What makes a commemorative note? 

1. There can be two dates.  The year t h e  event happened and t h e  
present  date. Events a re  usua l ly  honoured i n  25, 50, 100 or  
mul t ip les  of 100 years  a f t e r  the  event ac tua l ly  occurred. 

2. There can be an i n s c r i p t i o n  o r  statement s t a t i n g  what t h e  event 
i s  t h a t  i s  being honoured ( the  1948 Swedish 5 Kroner f o r  the  
bir thday of IUng Gustav V ) .  

3. A spec ia l  comemorative design which i s  used only fo r  a shor t  
period of time but might no t  involve any dates.  

Since the  middle of the  19 th  century, 19  countr ies  have issued 
43 comnemorative bank notes  up t o  approximately 1969. N e a l y  every 
continent  has made a contr ibution.  The Western World l eads  with sone 
10 count r ies  and 13 notes. Independence i s  the  subject  matter of 23 
commemorative notes. I am sure, with new nat ions  emerging the  h e l d  
of commemorative notes  w i l l  spread, such a s  the  1972 i s sue  f o r  S i e r r a  
Leone md the  Jamaica note  of 1974 f o r  the  Human Rights  f o r  the  FAO; 

To my knowledge, North America has issued only t h r ee  commemorative 
notes  and they have all been by Canada, the  1935 $25.00 George V 
Coronation note and the  1967 $1.00 Centennial notes  with and without 
s e r i  a1 number S.

We can only be hopeful t h a t  United S t a t e s  w i l l  i s sue  a note or  
notes  t o  commemorate t h e i r  200th Anniversary of Independence i n  1976 
t o  add t o  the  co l lec t ion ,

The word Itcent" i s  derived from the  Lat in  term ltdantwnn which 
means hundred. A cent  i s  a hundred-th p a r t  of a do l l a r .  

The cent  has won much fame. A hundred years  ago, i t  was never 
ca l l ed  a cent. Everybody termed i t  a copper. 

The Lincoln Cent was f i r s t  minted i n  1909, the  100th Anniversary 
of President  Abraham Lincoln, Victor D. Brenner was the  designer,  It 
was the  first t o  have the  mo-tto, " In  God We Trustu. I n  1959, 150 years  
a f t e r  Lincoln1 S b i r t h ,  the  reverse  portrayed the  Lincoln Memorial. 

These coins have been ninted i n  Philadelphia,  S a n  Francisco and 
Denver. They have appeared i n  copper, s t e e l ,  s h e l l  case copper, bronze 
and copper-zinc. 156 v a r i e t i e s  of Lincoln cents  have appeared. 

Any person 25 or  more who had acquired and saved one of each of 
these 156 v a r i e t i e s  i n  unci r  culated condition could e a s i l y  r e a l i z e  over 
$3,300. fo r  an investment of 461.56.

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NUMISMATICS OR PHILATELY ? ? ?

A few weeks ago T received a l e t t e r  i n  the  n a i l  request ing infor-  

na t ion  on Law/Excise Stanps and asking whether or  not  these  cane under 
n u n i s ~ l a t i c s  or  ph i l a t e ly*  A s  a b i t  of a dabbler i n  both f i e l d s  of col- 
l e c t i n g  I decided t h a t  perhaps I should do a l i t t l e  research i n  the  
course of which I perused the Encyclopedia Br i tannlca  (Vol. $1, page 
306), which dea l s  b r i e f l y  with the  Stamp Act i n  American h i s to ry  in- k troduced by George Grenvil le  (Parliamen'tarian) and passed by B r i  i s h  
Pa r l i a r~en t  i n  1765. It involved an extension of the  B r i t i s h  system of 
stamp d u t i e s  t o  American Colonies and ppovided the  appoint~ient  of off- 
i c i a l s  t o  d i s t r i b u t e  the  s tmped papers. The Act s e t  stamp d u t i e s  on 
every ' sk in  of vellum or parchment, or sheet or piece of paperc used 
f o r  l e g a l  documents academic degrees, l iquor  l i censes ,  various commer- 
c i a l  instruments,  e tc .  

I n  a r e so lu t i on  of Oct. l g t h ,  1765, the  S t w p  Act Congress declar- 
ed the  Stamp Act and other  measures extended. the  j u r i sd i c t i on  of the  
Courts of Admiralty beyond i t s  ancient l i n i t s r  and had ' a  manifest 
tendency t o  subvert the  r i g h t s  and l i b e r t i e s  of the  Colonists1. It 
fu r the r  resolved t h a t  ' i t  i s  inseparably e s s e n t i a l  t o  the  freedom of a 
people and the  undoubted r i g h t  of an Englishman, t h a t  no taxes  be in- 
posed on them but  with t h e i r  consent, given personally or by t h e i r  re- 
presenta t ives '  and t h a t  ' t he  people of these  colonies are  not ,  and from 
t h e i r  l o c a l  circumstances cannot be, represented i n  the  House of Comm- 
ons i n  Great B r i t a i n t ; ,  

I t  i s  i n t e r e s t i ng  t o  note t h a t  the  cos t  of co l lec t ions  was more 
than the  revenue received, so the  following year the  B r i t i s h  Parliament 
repealed the  Act passed another a c t  declaring the  r i g h t  of parliam- 
en t  t o  bind Colonies by t h e i r  enactments. 
STAMP DUTY - While no da te  i s  given when s t a t e d  b ~ - f r o m  the  above 
comments r e  t h e  Stamp Act, one would be safe  t o  assume i t  must have been 
pr io r  t o  1765. A ta% was'imposed i n  Great B r i t a i n  on wr i t t en  documents 
which are  evidence of l e g a l  r i g h t s  involved, paymen't of such t a x  i s  de- 
noted by a stamp which i s  impressed on or a f f ~ x e d  t o  the  document. 

The S t m p  Act of 1891 renained the  p r inc ipa l  a c t  governing stamp 
duty, although new d u t i e s  and inc reases  were authorized by successive 
f inance acts .  The sanct ion of the  Act was expressed i n  very wide terms, 
It was required t h a t ,  except i n  criminal proceedings an unstamped in- 
strument, t o  any n a t t e r  or thing done or t o  be done i n  Great B r i t A n ,  
was not  t o  be given i n  evidence or t o  be avai lable  f o r  any pmpose 
whatsoever, and all jud i c i a l  o f f i c e r s  were required t o  take no t ice  of 
the  absence or  insuf f ic iency  of duty. f i r t h e r ,  any person whose duty 
it was t o  enrol1  or  record an 'instrument l i a b l e  t o  duty, was made l i a -  
b l e  t o  a f i n e  i f  such instruclent was insufficient1.y stamped. I n  some 
ins tances ,  e.g., contrac ts  for  insurance were required t o  be expressed 
i n  a form of stamped policy,  f a i l u r e  t o  do t h i s  not  only v i t i a t i n g  the  
contrac t ,  bu t  rendering the  p a r t i e s  the re to  l i a b l e  t o  f ines .  On the  
o ther  hand, the  stamp does not  add t o  or w a r a n t  i t s  l e g a l i t y ,  i t  mere- 
l y  nakes i t  possible f o r  the  l e g a l i t y  t o  be examined. 

Quota t ion from (EVERYMAN'S OWN LAWYER - 70th EDITION - 1971) - 
Chapter 2 - Mercantile and Commercial Law - hgreenents subject  t o  duty 
(Sect ion l1 - 13) Itan agreement not  otherwise spec i f i ca l l y  c w g e d  with 
any duty (whether the  sane by only evidence of a contrac t  or  obl igat-  
ory on the  p,arties from i t s  being a wr i t t en  instrument) i s  chargeable 
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krith a 6d stamp dutyft .  The following types of agreenents, however, axe 
exempt from t h i s  duty -: (1) An agreenent below £ 5  value; (2) an agree- 
nent  r e l a t i n g  t o  the  s a l e  of goods (not applicable t o  a higher purchase 
agreencnt);  (3) con t rac t s  of service i n  any o f f i c e  or employment or  
con t rac t s  varying or terminating such contracts .  (This duty has now 
been abolished a l together  i n  respect  of agreements made on or a f t e r  
t h e  1 s t  of August, 1970. 

My own conclusions from perusing the  above n a t e r i a l  would be t h a t  
law stamps undoubtedly belong t o  the  hobby of ph i l a t e ly  and while they 
represen t  noney i n  the  broad sense they are  s t i l l  a staup even as a 
postage s t m p  wi th in  the  sane meaning. Any Conmonts?? Drop a l i n e  
t o  Ye Ed.

THE CARE AM) CLEANING OF COINS 
By Mr. C h r i s  Brooker 

(This i s  a t a l k  and denonstrat ion given by M r .  Brooker t o  the  neribers 
a t  a recent  neet ing of the  London Nunisnatic Society and has worthwhile 
in forna t ion  f o r  everyone i n  i t . )  

The pr ine  e t h i c  of any person in t e r e s t ed  i n  nunisnat ics  i s  a re- 
spect  f o r  coins and medals, e tc . ,  e spec ia l ly  those belonging t o  another 
person, They should always be handled by the  edges and care taken t h a t  
they no t  be allowed t o  f a l l .  Owners of nunisnat ic  n a t e r i a l  held it 
no t  only fo r  t h e i r  own enjoyment and o thers  t o  whom they nay wish t o  
show i t ,  but  also,  they a??@ holding i t  i n  t r u s t  fo r  the  next owner and 
i t  should be passed on i n  the  bes t  possible condition. 

Whether a coin i s  t o  be cleaned or not  i s  a personal cha2co of 
the  owner, The B r i t i s h  and European co l l ec to r s  place nuch nore enph- 
a s i s  on the  pa t i n s  and toning because t h a t  i s  the  way they have known 
valuable coins through the  ages. The North h e r i c a n  co l lec to r  on the  
other  hand has a r e l a t i v e l y  shor t  h i s to ry  of h i s  cont inent ' s  coins and 
expects then t o  be "br ight  and shinytt i f  they are  not  proof or proof- 
l i k e .  Chenical cleaning general ly reduces t h e  nuni sna t i c  value, 
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By i m e r s i n g  a coin i n  a warn detergent  solut ion and brushing with 

a very s o f t  tooth  brush, nuch d i r t  can o f ten  be removed f r o n  l e t t e r s  
and l i n e s ,  Afterwards, the coin i s  r insed thoroughly i n  cold t a p  water 
and pat ted dry with a clean towel oc t i s sue .  

Mr. Brooker passed around several  coins of d i f f e r e n t  n e t a l s  f o r  
the  group t o  see. I-Ie then procec'led t o  clean then by the various 
techniques; acid d ip ,  amonia  and baking soda, 611 followed by a thor- 
ough r i n s e  and drying. He a l so  der.ionstrated how a poor zinc coin n igh t  
be inproved by brushing. The coins were then passed around f o r  an 
after-cleaning inspect ion.  

When questioned abou-t lacquering, Mr. Brooker said only a few 
people do it. Lacquered coins usual ly  have an u n n a t u r d  look and, 
when i t  cones t i n e  t o  s e l l ,  they a re  g rea t ly  reduced i n  value.
