COUNTJ3RFEIT COINS CANADIAN LAW 
by Roberf Amon. 

Why i s  it l e g d .  i n  Canada to  own counterfeit  ~ d t e d  States  gold 
colas? Why was a Canadian once charged with possessing c o ~ n t e r f e i t  
U. S. trade dol la rs  when i n  f a c t  the coins were genuhe? When does a 
coin cease to  be money? Can a Canadian be convicted of s e l l k g  
counterfeits  when there axe no genuine o r i g i n d s  of the item i n  
question? What happened t o  the man from Windsor, Ontaio,  who t r i e d  
to  buy a plate  t o  p r in t  h i s  own bank notes from an agent of the 
United Sta tes  Secret S e r v f ~ e ?  

Counterfeiting i s  not an uncommon criminal off ense. Everyday 
someone, somewhere t r i e s  to  pass off as cuxrency something whic 
i sn ' t .  Some succee& some are caught and convLcted, and some me

caught and a c q u i t t d ,  

Every few years a case occurs whioh r a i s e s  an interest ing lega l  
point or an unusud f a c t  s i tuat ion,  and these cases @e recosdad 
i n  the law books. Browsing through them can make fascinating reading.

One of the f i r s t  Canadian counterfeiting cases arose when Canada 
was barely f ive  months old. On November 27th9 1867, tmee  brothers 
named John, Michael and Mwtagh Tierney, and a Priend Daniel BucKLsy 
were busily occupied a t  a farmhouse near Ottawa making American half 
dollar coins. 

When the police arrived they found fjOO pieces of Liberty seated 
half dollars,  together with dies, pressesg molds, matrixes, tools, 
machines and f i v ~  tons of metal, 

The section of the Canadian laws under which they were chaxged 
made it an offense t o  possess counterfeit foreign gold. o r  s i lve r  
coin. The four men were charged with having i n  the i r  possession 
counterfeit; United States hal f  dol lar  coins, contrary to  the rele- 
vant statue, The charge inadvertently omLtted including the faot 
t ha t  the coins were gold or silve!r, an essenOidl element of the 
offense. 

Their lawyer naturally took Objection and the court agreed with 
U, The charges were quashed, but the judge gave the Crown attupney 
(the prosecutor) the r i gh t  to  relay the bhmge using the correct 
language specifying to  content of the coins. 

3ome years l a t e r ,  i n  1895, one Georgo C. Corey was &-Led i n  New 
Brunswick on charges of sell ing counterfeit notes resembling and 
intented t o  resemble United States government Treasuxy Notes. 
Originally, Corey was t r i ed  on nine charges, but he w a s  acquitted 
of all but the ninth. On t h i s  charge he appealed t o  the New Brunewick 
Supreme Court. 

L t  turned out tha t  Corey had defrauded a Canadian of $800 by 
sell ing him some United States bank notes, or what looked a t  l e a s t  
l i k e  American notes. Specimens of the notes were introduced in to  
the Canadian court. 

The f ive  doL1a.r note readn l rA United States 5 / Pay the bearer 
on demand / CharZeston June I862 / Five Dollars / Jmes  Smith, 
President / W,R. ~ o ~ i e A ,  CashiepItt The face of the note carried, i n  
the upper l e f t  corner, a vslgnette of WasNngton and i n  the upper 
r ight ,  the figure 1 ~ 5 ~ ~ .  In  the lower r i g h t  an 1nAian seated, and i n  
the lower l e f t  a husbandman lamLng on a scythe. On the reverse 
were the following words: uReceivable i n  payment / United S$ates of 
America / of all dues." The I0 and 20 were a11 similar, and 
similarly bogus. 

The Ccmnd9an Criminal Code a t  the time made it i l l e g a l  to  sngr- 
ave, possess or  dispose of anything intendad to  resemble any bond 
or undertaking fo r  gapnent of money used by any foreign state.  

The Code defined "cowlterfeit token of valuet1 as  including any 
spurious or counterfeit coin paper money or other evidence of value. 
It was also (and s t i l l  i s )  i h e g a l  to  print ,  u t t e r ,  publi&, s e l l  or 
d is t r ibute  any counterfeit token of value. 

The defense argued tha t  since there were no original notes of 
the kind Corey allegedly oounterfeited, therefore the notes were
