I n  our numismatic p u b l i c a t i o n s ,  d e a l e r s  
a d v e t i s e  Chris tmas c o i n s ,  bu t  do they  r e p r e s e n t  Christmas i n  any remote 
way? Hardly ,  most j ~ f  no t  a l l  a r e  u s i n g  t h e  s a l e s  p i t c h  t o  s e l l  c o i n s  f o r  
Chr i s tmas .  Le t  u s  examine .the c o i n s  i n  our  c o l l e c t i o n  and s e e  i f  we 
have any t h a t  cou ld  r e p r e s e ~ i t  Chris tmas.  

My cho ice  f o r  t h e  Chris tmas Theme on Coins i s  t h e  Canadian 1967  
Cenkennial  proof s e t .  One might immediately a s k ,  "How can a l l  7 c o i n s  
r e p r e s e n t  something t h a t  might be a s s o c i a t e d  wi th  t h e  Chris tmas season?"  

But f j . r s t ,  many U.S. c o i n s  t h e  e a g l e  i s  a  must by l e g a l  s p e c i f i c a t i o n s .  
Benjamin F'ranklin d .e tes ted t h e  cho ice  of t h e  e a g l e  and campaigned t o  
have t h e  t u r k e y  chosen; hu t  h i s  campaign f a i l e d  and t h e  e a g l e  was chosen 
a s  t h e  n a t i o n a  symbol. J u s t  su?pose t h e  t u r k e y  had been chosen i n s t e a d  
of t h e  e a g l e ,  thinlc of t h e  U ,S. c o i n s  tha-t would have t h e  t u r k e y  i n s t e a d  
of t h e  e a g l e  on them. Could. n o t  t h e s e  c o i n s  be  c l a s s e d  a s  Chris tmas co in :  
I know i n  t h e  U . S .  t h e  tu3-key i a  symbolic of Thanksgiving,  bu t  it r u n s  a  
very  c l o s e  second t o  be ing  symbolic of Christmas a l s o .  

With t h i s  i r l t r oduc t ion  I would l i k e  t o  e x p l a i n  my reason  f o r  s e l e c t i n g  
t h e  Canadian 1967 Centennia l  proof s e t  a s  l 9 7 7  Christmas Theme on Coins .  

S ince  1967  t h e  p r i c e  of go ld  h a s  r i s e n  cons ide rab ly  and s o  h a s  every- 
t h i n g  e l s e .  Today t h e  c o s t  of t h e  Christmas season h a s  i n c r e a s e d  t o  - the 
p o i n t  where it t a l t e s  a  g r e a t  d e a l  of go ld  t o  s e e  u s  a l l  th rough  t h e  
season ,  s o  i n  t h i s  smal l  way t h e  20 del-lar go ld  c o i n  r e p r e s e n t s  my views 
a s  a  Chris tmas c0i.n. With - t h i s  view, a l l  go ld  c o i n s  could  be  p l aced  i n  
t h e  same c l a s s .  

What about  t h e  d o l l a r  wi-th t h e  Canada goose on t h e  r e v e r s e ?  My t h o u g h t s  
go back t o  my youth ,  where i n  my fami ly  t h e  r o a s t  goose was t h e  main 
d.ish f o r  Chris tmas,  s o  :€or many people  l i k e  myself t h e  goose on t h e  re- 
v e r s e  cou ld  r e p r e s e n t  Chris tmas.  

On t h e  50$ co in  is d e p i c t e d  a  howling wolf .  Th i s  opens up q u i t e  a  
f i e l d  t o  s e l e c t  from, s o  I w i l l  l ist them and you may choose t h e  one t h a t  
f i t s  your  S-iituation . 

L e t ' s  suppose t h i s  co in  r e p r e s e n t s  t h e  howls of d e l i g h t  a s  our c i l d r e n  
and g randch i ld ren  open t h e i r  g i f t s ,  o r  does i t  r e p r e s e n t  t h e  howls of 
d i s s a t i s f a c t i o n  from t h o s e  w h o  d i d n ' t  g e t  what t h e y  had hoped f o r ,  o r  
how about  t h e  howls of d i scomfor t  from t h o s e  who wolfed down t h e i r  
Chris tmas d i n n e r .  A s  I s t a t e d  e a r l i e r ,  t h e  cho ice  i s  y g u r s .  



The w i l d c a t  is on t h e  256 c o i n .  T h i s  can r e p r e s e n t  t h e  w i l d  scramble 
f o r  Las t  minute shopping and t h e  l a s t  minute p r e p a r a t i o n s  f o r  Chris tmas.  
With t h e  hu r ry - scu r ry  t o  and f r o  we a r e  l i k e  a  c a t  on a  h o t  t i n  r o o f ( s o  
t h e  s ay ing  goes)  and t h a t ' s  enough t o  make any c a t  w i l d .  

On t h e  106 co in  i s  t h e  mackerel .  You might a s k ,  how can a  f i s h  have 
anyth ing  - to  do wi th  Chris tmas? But ,  i n  a  f l a s h  my t h o u g h t s  go  t o  t h e  
many t i m e s  I have overheard someone say ,  "holy Mackerel ,  i s  Chris tmas 
t h a t  c l o s e ? "  

The r a b b i t  appears  on t h e  5@ co in  and when Chris tmas shopping we a l l  
know how f a s t  our  money d i s a p p e a r s ,  f a s t e r  t h a n  t h e  r a b b i t  can m u l t i p l y ,  
and f a s t e r  t h a n  it can run ,  s o  I s e e  t h i s  co in  r e p r e s e n t i n g  t h e  Christmas 
theme. 

Peace and goodwil l  a r e  t h e  s i g n  of t h e  dove, s o  t h e  poem goes ,  and 
Chris tmas r e p r e s e n t s  t h e  b i r t h  of C h r i s t ,  who was born t o  b r i n g  peace 
and goodwil l  t o  men. The dove on t h e  r e v e r s e  of t h e  lowly l@ can t r u l y  
be c l a s s e d  a s  a  Chris tmas Coin.

And some o l d  Habi tan t  tokens  were a c t u a l l y  used  a s  - cookie  c u t t e r s !  And 
t h e  s t r a n g e &  i t em of a l l ,  was t h e  man i n  t h e  Old Hudson's Bay Pos t  who 
used  a  q u a n t i t y  of Hudson's Bay ~ o k e n s ( t h e y  were no longe r  be ing  used)  t o  
s h i n g l e  h i s  house! Apparently he  hammered a  s h i n g l e  n a i l  through each 
aluminurn 25$ t oken .  To make m a t t e r s  worse, t h e  house burned down and now 
t h e r e  a r e  on ly  a  few examples of t h i s  token around.
