New Malden, England. The more difficult notes are the overprinted notes
issued during the Japanese occupation, already mentioned. This collection
woild not be complete without one of the illustrated notes from Th. Chart-
ered Bank which proudlu display the date of the granting of the original
charter, I853.

The IO dollars of I959 is printed by Waterlow & Sons Ltd; of London,
it 1s not particularly Oriental, but shows an elaborate coat of arms which
students of heraldry may identify, The bank's early connections as the
Chartered Bank of India, Australia and China are revealed in the shield
blazon of a sheep to represent Australia, an elephant for India and a
Chimrse Jurk in the fourth quarter. The first quarter is the well known
oritish Britannia,

This bank and the Hong Kong and Shanghal Banking Corporation are the
onlv two banks allowes to issue banknotes for Hong Kong Government of
today.

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EXPLORERS AND THE FUR TRADE

“erhaps a little more shcu’d be said about S~muel de
Lhamplain who feonded Juebec in T60€. He sent explorers
north and west in a search for a waterway through tlie con-
tinent to the Jrient., #hat they found inzstead, was a country
5o fabulously rich in furs that “ichigan was to become the
centre of a vast fur trading industry that was to last two

The French exchanged beads, hatchets, ribhons, silver
rinkets, iren or brass kettles and guns for fur of mink,
zaver, marten, ctter, muskrat, raccoon, deer and bear., Furs
became an important product of Canada, they often paid the
expense of explcration and adventurers discovered additional
territory for France,

The French G overnment tried to con'rol the fur trade Ly

hezvine the Indisns bring their furs to Montresl but because
of the huge profits, sometimes =s much &s & thousand per Lent,
individuale tock to the woods to engage in illepal traffic in
furs. In an attem;t to correct this, the government issued
ilcerices to perscns to tzke one or rore cances losded with
merch:ndise to the Indisn country. Again the lure of profite
arnd the wild induced many to mske voyapes without legal permits.

The hardsnins which these distant sourneys entailed were
gllins, On the usual route from Montreal up the Cttawa River
Tw= were thirty-six portages.

During the winter the men join.-d the Indians in hunting
and trapping, many of them married squaws and rissed families.

Although the darngers of fur trading would seem to have
reen sufricien to deter all but the foolhardy from engaging
in 1t, most Cansdians spent at least one or two winters with
the Indiens. If a young man stayed at home he was considered
a weakling,

The annusl return to Montreal with cargoes of furs was
a time of rejoicing for everyone. The men received wages and
re’oined their families 2nd friends. Hundreds of Canadians
and Indians roamed the streets, msking up for the long
wirters hardships, by wild carousals before the time to set out
again in the fall. The clothing of the woodsmen, especially
their geudy sashes, tasseled togues end czlico shirts coloured
in the hues of the rainbow, instantly distinguised them from the
town residerts.

Effects of the fur trade on the Ind*a~s were tragic.
Jesuit missicnsries protested vigorously arainst the illegal
distribution of brandy to the Indians. Because of their intense
desire for lizuor, Indians would sometimes exchange their
whole winters supply of pelts for sufficient liquor to go on
an exterded spree.

The British that were along the Atlantic coast, pushed
westward to get their share of the fur trade. The British who
were friendly with the Iroquois, knowing the Iroquois were
birter enemles of the French were given access to the lower
Takes znd Lake huron and the fur trade.

The Indians welcomed the British because their goods were
chesrmer, This period of time saw a long time of wars and raide
hetween France and Britain.,

In 1686, Sieur Duluth built & fort betwwen Lske Erie
and Lake hurcn at the head of the 3t. Clair River, the oresent
dav Port Huron. In 1687 Canadiars and Indians were assembled
at, the fort to attack the lroguois on Lake Ontario., Nearlv
two hundred coureure de bois and about five hundred Indians
were sa=sembled for the attack and set out for Lake Cntario in
their canoces, the expedition cantured a Britieh tradin_ varty
hut did little damage to the Ironuois.

A new commandant was anpointed to the fort but after the
first winter decided it wasn't worth maintaining. He ordered
it burned and on Aug. 27th 1688 he set out for Michilimackinac,
For more than fifty years of war between France and Britain
in the fur trading area, the British navy so disrunted the
French at Montreal that they were unable to get goods to trade
with the Indiane. Chiefs of sever=s1 Indian tribe= pledged
allegiance to Great Britian. Soon after this a siv year war
broke cut between the French and the Indiane which cost the
French its Emnire in North America.

The English moved quickly to occuny the forts in the Great
Lakes region. but with occupatinn of the land came also dramatic
change* in treatment of the Indians. For vears the British had
been endeavoring to gz2in the favour of the Indizns in &#n effort
to obtain their furse,

Liguor was available from the Britist wher it was forbidden
hy the French, The Indians had been given presente and n=id higher
prices ror their pelts by the British. All of this cha. ged whe
the land became Englands.

CONCLUSIONS:

The author attempts to make no conclusions from the catalogue price
comparisons presented. The reader should feel free to make hiséﬁer own
interpretation. A few auestions regarding the UPWARD price value movement
of this series will undoubtedly be asked. One such question could be
simply "Are the upward 'values' a result of inflation?'" Another cusry
could be "Why the zero percent change in the P.E.I. and the George V

1911 Large Cents?" Someone who 1s more qualified than this author should

be constulted for the answers.

I+ should be noted that the "Percent Change" figures have been
rounded to the nearest WHOLE percentage. Therefore, some percentagss are
not exactly the correct percent of change from the 1975 base value. The
percentages have been computed in the following manner: Base Price (1975)
is subtracted from the 1979 price yielding a "wvalue differe c2e." The
value difference is then divided by the Base Price to give the percentage
change, either plus or minus.

This often neglected series of Canadian decimals has been consistently
increasing in "value"; this author sincerely hopes you will consider the
Large Cents of Canada as a numismatic collectable. Much ado has been made
recently about "undervalued”, "underpriced", and "sleeper” coins. One
hae to ask is the Newfoundland 1¢ of 1885 (40,000 mintage) such a coin?
