The Ontario Numismatic Association is continually up-dating
the library, so that it can be a creditable service to its members.

As the librarian, T am constantly reviewing new and old issues
of books available. Books that fall in the category of being
useful to the association. A library can be a beautiful thing to
behold, but T believe that it has very little wvalue if it's not
put to use. Qur library has been getting more use each year. We
are now loaning books at the rate of 1 per week. It's true that
I have many volumes that have not been borrowed, and the most
frequently asked for volumes are Nickel and Silver Dollars of
Canada (4 copies) and World Coins (3 copies). Since I received
the Nickel and Silver Dollar of Canada books by Stephen Dushnick,
there has not been one week where one or more have not been on
loan, and many weeks ¥ had a waiting list.

The following article is from the February 1080 issue of
the City of Ottawa Coin Club Bullgtin.....

CARL WILHELM BECKER, Famous Counterfeiter - By " Coins "

Carl Wilhelm Becker, born in Germany in 1772 was probably
the best known counterfeiter of all times. In his life he pro-
duced over 500 superbe copies, many so perfect they fooled the
experts throughout Europe.

Trradition has it that he entered his chosen profession due
to a rather unusual incident in his life Early in life he pur-
chased a coin of the Roman Emperor Commodus from a Baron S of
Munich. Tt was rare, valuable and beantiful The only snag was
that it tnrned out to be also counterfeit Becker took the coin
back to Baron S and complained the coin was false, but the Baron
5. only lanched and told him to quit playving around with something
he did not understand.

At this turn of events. Becker decided to get even. He set
out to get the necessary training in die-engraving and minting,
then made a coin that was just as rare and costly as the one
the Baron had sold to him. As yon have probably guessed, he
successfully passed this off on the Baron., thus paying him back.
A truly great career had been launched.
