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NEW INEXPENSIVE LAPEL PIN COATEI, WITH CLEAR PLASTIC 

Decalco Inc. of Sainte Foy, Quebec, has 
developed a most attractive, inexpensive and 
easily readable plastic lapel pin covered 
with a large, domed, and solidified drop of 
polymer, a clear plastic. The pin is per- 
fact for the logos of smaller Clubs who 
cannot afford a metal lapel pin, and for 
any coin show or coin convention. It is 
actually a bit flashy. 

The lapel pin can be made in any 
diameter. A one inch diameter pin is a 
nice size. Price for 100 one inch lapel 
pins - $1.55 per pin, and for 200 - $1.37 JEROME H. REMlCK 
per pin. Shipping is extra. The die cost BOX 9183 
is $35.00. Art work, if necessary, is STE-FOY. P.Q., CANADA 
$25:00. GST is included in all prices, GIV  481 

Here is how the lapel pin is made. A 
foil-covered black or blue plastic planchet is hand'placed in 
a machine with the dies above. The die is lowered onto the 
plastic planchet and heat and pressure are then applied. The 
The background part of the die, which is heated, binds the foil 
to the background part of the planchet. The design part of 
the die is not hot, so the metal foil does not stick to the 
planchet. 

A large drop of polymer is then placed on the planchet 
with the design. It spreads, domes and solidifies in about 24 
hours, leaving a thick, domed, glassy-like appearance on the 
design that adds more luster to the printed plastic planchet. 

A sturdy pin, sinlilar to that on the back of most lapel 
pins, is then placed on the back side of the plastic planchet 
which is white in color. 

Foil colors available are silver, gold, copper, blue, 
pale green, and lilac. Colors for the plastic planchet are 
blue and black. Silver foil on a blue planchet is perhaps the 
most brilliant and attractive with gold foil as a second choice. 
Copper is also attractive, but just a bit darker in color than 
the silver or gold. One can order lapel pins in several foil 
colors for the same price as one color. Thus one can have 
some pins in gold foil and others in silver foil. 

The plastic covered lapel pins were first used by the Soc- 
iete Numismatique de Quebec to mark their 30th Anniversary at 
their October 1990 Coin Show, and at the same time by the 
Association des Numismates Francophones du Canada to mark their 
5th Anniversary. Fifty copies of each were made, and they sold 
out very quickly at $2.00 each.

V Eamon de Valera, Sinn Fein leader, 

escaped from prison to the United States in 1919. 
since there are large numbers of people of 
Irish descen; in the United States, his cause 
found a great deal of sympathy here. The 
Sinn Fein was suppressed and their fight 
became quite fierce during 1919 and 1920. 

The British government decided to 
solve the problem by the Government of 
Ireland Act. Northern and Southern Ire- 
land were each to have their own parlia- 
ment and each to retain representatives 
in the British Parliament. The Act was 
generally accepted in the North but in 
the South the Sinn Fein won nearly all the 

seats in the election held on May 13, 1921, 
and they and De Valera rejected the pro- 

posals and offers of Dominion status for Ire- 
land. However, on December 6, 1921, Arthur 

Griffith signed such an agreem.:!nt for Southern 
Ireland which was denounced by De Valera. 

After the Dail Eireann (Irish Parlia- 
ment) ratified the settlement in January 1922, De Valeri3 resigned and,- 
organized a new Republican Society against his former colleagi..es. Follow- 
ing the death of Arthur Griffith in August, William T. Cosgrave became 
president of the executive council and.began rigorousrepression of De 
Valera's party. -. A new constitation was adopted on 
October 25,which went into effect on December 6, 1922, when the Irish 
Republic was officially proc laimed. The bronze medal illustrated here 
which bears (c) 1920, by A.P. in small letters, was perhaps a bit pre- 
mature, but not by much. Contemporary with the insurrection at that time, 
it reads HAIL (in circle) IRISH REPUBLIC, while the reverse bea.r:s the 
inscription OUR FAITH AND OUR COUNTRY around three traditional Irish 
symbols, the shamrock, harp and Catholic Sacred Heart.
